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Confidentiality

It is of utmost importance to secure the Confidentiality of all clinical material presented at
our meetings.

Here are the guidelines for attendees and presenters:

¢ Clinical material must not be discussed outside of the session in which it is
presented and must not be recorded, conveyed, or disseminated in written or
electronic form.

e Asecure environment is to be utilized solely by the registered participant and
protected from intrusion by, or exposure to, unauthorized persons.

e Presenters of case material must have obtained informed consent from the patient
(or guardian) or taken other carefully considered measures to safeguard
confidentiality.

e A participant must leave the session if they suspect that they recognize the identity
of a person.

e Failure to observe these guidelines constitutes a breach in ethical professional
standards.
